Ernest Shackleton
From the time that he was a small boy Ernest Shackleton longed to go to sea. At sixteen he got his chance and joined the

crew of a ship sailing to and from the Far East and America. Thiswas the start of an amazing life of daring and discovery.

In December, 1914, Shackleton set out on perhaps his most famous voyage. Itwas his third expedition to Antarctica. His
ship was called the “Endurance™ and his mission to travel 1500 miles across Antartica. Just 5 weeks later, “Endurance™
became frozen in pack ice, unable to move. After being stuck for months the boat began to buckle, crushed by the ice.
The crew was forced to abandon ship. They set up camp on an ice flos, but this was too dangerous so Shackleton and
his men set out in three lifeboats. After six days, the men reached an isolated, uninhabited spot called Elephant Island.

Shackleton knew that for his men to survive, he must fetch help from a whaling station. Itwas 8oo miles away but it was
their only hope! Putting their complete trust in him and knowing their leader would return if it was humanly possible,
the men watched as Shackleton and four others rowed away. Six long months followed before Shackleton was finally

able to rascue his men 126 days later, after a journey of nearly 1600 miles.
Shackleton's courage and the trust he inspired in his men live on in legend.

Governors Fund 23-24

As you may be aware, we are a voluntary aided Church of England Primary School with approxi-
mately 210 pupils. We are devoted to providing our pupils with the best possible learning envi-
ronment based on decent morals and values, and we are proud to have served our community for
over a century.

As a Church of England School, we are required to contribute an annual maintenance fee to the
London Diocese Board for School. This fee allows the school to effectively benefit from the LDBS
maintenance scheme that provides 90% of the overall cost for approved capital projects including
redevelopment of the existing facilities and major refurbishments.

Over the years, our pupils have benefitted from a range of capital projects, including, a new bridge
linking two blocks, a fully equipped school kitchen, music room, Computing suite, library, refur-
bished classrooms, new toilets, a new roof and skylights.

[ am sure you will appreciate, it is vital for our pupil’s education, that we provide them with the
best facilities possible. This can only be achieved through the kind generosity of parents, and
though the fee per pupil is voluntary, we ask all parents to contribute £45 per pupil per academic
year or such amount, as they are able, in order that our pupils continue to benefit from the LDBS
maintenance scheme.

Unfortunately, any shortfall in the overall Governors maintenance fund will have to be taken from
the school delegated budget that in turn will mean funds being diverted from other areas of the
curriculum.
