Why are some teeth called wisdom teeth?

* Your first teeth are called milk teeth. Can your Mum tell you when you
cut your first milk tooth?

* Milk teeth normally fall out while you are in primary school and are
replaced by adult teeth, which have to last for the rest of your life!
Can you remember when your first milk tooth came out?

* Wisdom teeth grow much later than adult teeth in most people and
are bigger, flatter teeth. Can one of the adults in the family remember

when they grew their first wisdom tooth?
Over the centuries and in different parts of the world ‘wisdom teeth’ have

been known by many names:
* In Ancient Greece they were sophronisteres, thoughtful teeth.
* Later in Roman times they were given the name dentes sapientiae,

teeth of wisdom.
* The name wisdom teeth was adopted in Britain in Victorian times.

* |In Arabic speaking countries, the teeth are called Ders-al-a‘gel, or teeth

of the mind.
* In Spain they are referred to as muela de juicio, or teeth of judgment,

because they grow as young people leave school and become wiser
and have more responsibility.

Governors Fund 24-25

As you may be aware, we are a voluntary aided Church of England Primary School with approxi-
mately 210 pupils. We are devoted to providing our pupils with the best possible learning envi-
ronment based on decent morals and values, and we are proud to have served our community for
over a century.

As a Church of England School, we are required to contribute an annual maintenance fee to the
London Diocese Board for School. This fee allows the school to effectively benefit from the LDBS
maintenance scheme that provides 90% of the overall cost for approved capital projects including
redevelopment of the existing facilities and major refurbishments.

Over the years, our pupils have benefitted from a range of capital projects, including, a new bridge
linking two blocks, a fully equipped school kitchen, music room, Computing suite, library, refur-
bished classrooms, new toilets, a new roof and skylights.

[ am sure you will appreciate, it is vital for our pupil’s education, that we provide them with the
best facilities possible. This can only be achieved through the kind generosity of parents, and
though the fee per pupil is voluntary, we ask all parents to contribute £45 per pupil per academic
year or such amount, as they are able, in order that our pupils continue to benefit from the LDBS
maintenance scheme.

Unfortunately, any shortfall in the overall Governors maintenance fund will have to be taken from
the school delegated budget that in turn will mean funds being diverted from other areas of the
curriculum.
